Public Parking Release
Off-Campus

Downtown Parking Garages- Parking and Transportation Services highly encourage the public to park in the parking structures
downtown for $5 and take the Boise Shuttle Service to the game. Shuttle stops include the corner of 6™ and Grove, the corner of 8"
and Idaho, and the corner of 10" and Main. Additional information regarding the Downtown Business Association stops and shuttles
can be located @ http://www.downtownboise.org/.
URS/WGI Parking Structure- located off of Park Center Blvd., across from the Ram. Parking is $5. Boise Shuttle Service will take
you to the game for free! Lot opens I hour prior to the game for public use.
Residential Street Parking is limited. BSU discourages you from planning to park on the residential side streets. The street parking
located closest to the University is city parking, and NOT controlled by Boise State University. If you choose to park on the city
streets remember: Vehicles cannot be parked longer than 24 hours, No parking 30 feet from stop signs, or 20 feet from an intersection.
No parking in alleyways, driveways, or vacant yards. Vehicles must be closer than 18” to the curb

On-Campus
Fan parking is very limited on the Boise State University campus. Only paid parking lots on campus will be available for non-permit
game day parking, for $10 a space. These parking lots include the Administration Visitor Lot, Brady Parking Structure (PS#1),
Lincoln Parking Structure (PS#2). Due to additional events being hosted on campus during football games, parking lot times will
vary.
Administration Parking Lot: 2 hours prior to kick-off
Brady Parking Structure: 2 hours prior to kick-off
Lincoln Parking Structure: 4 hours prior to kick off
Parking and Transportation Services recommends that all visitors view the BSU parking map prior to arriving on campus.

Accessible Parking
Stadium Lots- Accessible stalls in the stadium are on a first come first served basis, $10 to park or free with proof of BAA
membership card. An accessible plate or permit will need to be displayed. Spaces in the stadium will be available starting at 4 hours
prior to the scheduled kick-off.
ET Reserved Lot, located off of Euclid and University, $10 or free with proof of BAA membership card. A BSU shuttle will provide
transportation to and from the game, starting 2 hours prior to kick-off. Shuttle service will be provided 1 hour after the end of the
game.
Lincoln Parking Structure: entrance is located on Belmont St. and Lincoln Ave. $10 or free with BAA permit. A BSU shuttle will
provide transportation to and from the game, starting 2 hours prior to kick-off. Shuttle service will be provided 1 hour after the end of
the game. The structure will open to the public 4 hours prior to the scheduled kick-off.

To avoid traffic congestion, it is highly recommend visitors enter and exit campus off of University Drive and Capital Blvd., or
Lincoln Avenue and Beacon Avenue. University Drive, between Lincoln Avenue and Broadway Avenue, will be congested and
should be avoided.

RESTRICTED PARKING AREAS/RESERVED BRONCO ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION (BAA) PARKING
1. Stadium Lots: West Stadium/East Stadium/Bronco Circle/Cesar Chavez Lane, will be closed to the public and all permit holders
starting 5 hours prior to the game. All vehicles must be relocated by 4 hours prior to kick-off or they will be cited and towed out of
the lot. BAA Reserved Permit holders and those who need accessible parking spaces will be allowed to enter the lot 4 hours prior to
the game. Parking and Transportation Services will NOT be opening the parking lots prior for any reason.

2. Parking lots south of University Dr. The Denver Lot, Extended Studies, Engineering Technology, and Manitou parking lots have
been added to the Reserved Bronco Athletic Association parking program. These south lots will be closed to the public and all permit
holders 5 hours prior to the game. All non-reserved permitted vehicles must be relocated 4 hours prior to kick-off, or they will be
cited and towed out of the lot. BAA assigned Reserved Permit holders and those who need handicap accessible spaces will be allowed
to enter the lots 4 hours prior to kick

3. The Lincoln Parking Structure (PS#2) will be used a multi-use event parking area. The following permits will be valid in the
Lincoln Parking Structure- LG permits, BAA Reserved Lincoln permits, and those in need accessible parking. No other BSU parking
permits will be valid on game day in the Lincoln Parking Structure. The parking structure will open to the BAA and the public 4 hours
prior to kick-off.
